ÅOnly female feeds on blood ï
live from a few weeks to several 
months ï

ÅMales are nectar feeders!

ÅAntennae sense moisture, CO 2 

plume from host, body heat & 
movement



ÅFound worldwide across all temperature zones. 

ÅMore than 3,200 species worldwide ï

ÅWeak fliers, but may fly up to 5 - 8km from breeding 

site. Typically 1-2 km from breeding site.
